Weeknights and/or Saturday mornings beginning in June; weather 
permitting. Volunteers are needed to help coordinate each team. 
Practice may begin in late May or June and will be scheduled based on 
coaches availability.  Participants receive a shirt and hat. Every player 
should have a pair of white baseball pants and a mitt. 
 
The number of registered participants at any age group will determine 
the program format. In the event that participation numbers do not 
allow for multiple teams in each age group, the Parks & Recreation 
Department may run the program in a camp/clinic format with 
instruction from Rookie Sports Club, LLC.

League 
selection will be determined by number of participants.  Participant 
cost will be based on league registration fees. Teams may be entered 
into the City of Cleveland Division of Recreation Baseball League, for 
which there is no charge to participate.
